TEACHER -   MR. MOORE 
                       Act I

SCENE: Students are discussing a new math concept.   

MR. MOORE is giving instructions to the class.

MR. MOORE: Please complete the math worksheets on your desks and when they are completed, we will hand out your homework assignments.

[JASON is looking at his worksheet and has a question about the instructions.  He starts to shout out his question, but then remembers that he should raise his hand first.]
MR. MOORE:
Jason, do you have a question?

JASON:  Yes, I need some help with the instructions.
[MR. MOORE walks over to JASON’S desk to help him with the worksheet.  HANNAH, who sits next to JASON, also has a question and is frustrated with the math problems. 
 She starts to speak to MR. MOORE, but then remembers that it is rude to interrupt while he is helping JASON.]
MR. MOORE:  [He is talking to JASON.]  Let me know if you have any other questions.

[Realizing that MR. MOORE has finished his conversation with JASON, HANNAH raises her hand.  MR. MOORE walks over to HANNAH’S desk.]
MR. MOORE:  Yes, how may I help?

HANNAH:  I would like to see that math formula again.  I’m not sure I understand it.

MR. MOORE:  I know.  New math concepts can be tricky.  It’s good that you are asking questions.  That is the best way to learn!  Now, let’s take a look at the first problem. 

[HANNAH is relieved that she doesn’t have to struggle through the worksheet by herself.]
