STUDENTS – BRIAN, AMY
TEACHER -   MRS. SMITH 
                                 Act I

SCENE: The students in MRS. SMITH’S class are preparing to leave for the day.
MRS. SMITH: All right everyone.  Please make sure you have your homework assignments.  If you have everything you need, you may line up by the door.

[BRIAN takes his place in line with his class.  MRS. SMITH leads the line out of the classroom and down the hall to the front doors.]
BRIAN:  [He gives MRS. SMITH a hi-five.] Have a great evening, Mrs. Smith!
MRS. SMITH: [She smiles and returns BRIAN’S hi-five.] 
Thank you, Brian!  I will see you tomorrow.

[Usually BRIAN rides the bus, but AMY stops him before he goes outside.]
AMY:  Hey, Brian, my brother is picking me up today.  We drive right past your house.  Do you want to ride with me and my brother instead of riding the bus?

[BRIAN thinks about how much sooner he could be home if he rode with AMY and her brother.  Then he remembers that his mother is expecting him to ride the bus and he doesn’t really know AMY’S brother.]
BRIAN:  Thanks for the offer, but I’m supposed to ride the bus today.  Maybe we can plan it some other time.

AMY:  No problem. See you tomorrow.
[BRIAN walks outside and finds his bus.  He is happy because he made a good decision.]
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
